1. Attach CustomApplications database to destination SQL SERVER instance

2. Create "CustomApps" directory under SharePoint production virtual directory (IE: C:\Inetpub\wwwroot\wss\VirtualDirectories\[Production Virtual Dir]) on all web front-end servers (WFEs) that serve pages in the SharePoint farm.
a.  Grant FFC_Reg_Users AD Security Group read/execute privileges on new "CustomApps" directory on all WFEs.

3. Create new Application Pool within IIS called "CustomApplications" (This will be used for all future applications residing underneath the CustomApps directory except CustomApplications.UI).
a.  Make the identity the same user as the SharePoint Application Pool.

4. Paste CustomApplications.UI directory and all subfolders under new "CustomApps" directory for each WFE.
a.  Create virtual directory "CustomApplications.UI" in IIS for each WFE.

5. Modify <connectionStrings /> element in the CustomApplications.UI\web.config file by changing the Data Source=. value to Data Source=[SQL Server Instance Name]

6. Modify <connectionStrings /> element in the [Production Virtual Directory]\web.config file by changing the <add name="CustomApplications" connectionString="Data Source=[SQL Server Instance Name];Initial Catalog=CustomApplications;Integrated Security=True" />

7. Deploy CustomApplications.Access.wsp to GAC

8. Deploy CustomApplications.Utilities.wsp to GAC

9. Deploy CustomApplications.Utilities.WebControls.wsp to GAC
