I’m looking for information about plastic bags on connectors and zip tied for protection to the connector, and the moisture they create depending on the weather. What is the prescribed method for storage?

Answer:
NA 15-01-500 and NA 01-1A-505-1 provide the guidelines for the preservation of Naval Aircraft electrical systems and are specific about the maintenance requirements depending on the level of preservation.

NA 15-01-500 WP 003:  Except for a few special items, preservation of electrical gear consists primarily of cleaning and removing corrosion, in accordance with NAVAIR 01-1A-509-3, and covering to prevent entrance of dirt and water during storage.

NA 01-1A-505-1 WP 007:   -Caution-   Plastic caps shall not be used at any time on ready for flight aircraft, as they are a FOD hazard. Only military standard metal covers, heat shrinkable caps or pressure sensitive tape are authorized.

Plastic bags zip tied to connectors are never authorized for storage or preservation of connectors.

If there are no procedures listed in the aircraft specific maintenance manuals, follow the procedures listed in the NA 15-01-500 and NA 01-1A-505-1.
