     Master Chief Jack R. Callison was born in West Palm Beach, Florida.  He enlisted in June 1987 immediately after graduating high school and attended Recruit Training Command in Great Lakes, Illinois.  Following boot camp, he attended Engineman Class “A” School at NTC Great Lakes, Illinois.
     Master Chief Callison’s first shipboard duty was aboard USS Holland (AS 32), while assigned to USS Holland, he worked as the leading petty officer of the ship’s main engine room number one.  He was advanced to second class petty officer and qualified as an Enlisted Surface Warfare Specialist.
     In 1991, Master Chief Callison reported to USS Alamagordo (ARDM 2) as the Machinery division’s leading petty officer. A second class petty officer at the time, Master Chief Callison attained every qualification the ship had to offer, becoming the most qualified enlisted Sailor onboard.  He then returned to Great Lakes for advanced Diesel Engine “C” School in 1992.
     In 1994 Master Chief Callison reported to USS Ly Spear (AS 36) where he served in the Engineering Department as the Auxiliary division’s leading petty officer.  During this tour, he advanced to first class petty officer. 
     In December 1996, Master Chief Callison reported to Caribbean Regional Operations Center in Key West, Florida.  He served as leading petty officer for two independent back up power generation plants.  His efforts were vital to restoring emergency power within twenty-four hours following the devastation of Hurricane George in 1999, making the command fully functional to assume duties and to aid in relief efforts.

     In January 2011, Master Chief Callison reported to his current assignment aboard USS Theodore Rooselt(CVN 71) as command master chief.
     Master Chief Callison’s academic achievements include receiving his associates degree, completing the Senior Enlisted Professional Military Education, and Senior Enlisted Joint Professional Military Education.  He is a graduate of the Senior Enlisted Academy.
