Sailor assigned to USS
AGEORGE H.W. BUSH (CVN
77) Medical Department
rendered life-saving assistance to a
50-year-old man onboard acommercial
aircraft Nov. 18, in Sacramento, Calif.
Hospital Corpsman 1% Class (SW/
AW) Raymond Kunze was returning
with his wife from emergency leave
after his father passed away when he
witnessed the passenger sitting next
to him become very agitated as the
aircraft was preparing for take-off.
“He said that he couldn’t breathe
and that he had just an incredible
amount of pressure in his chest,” said
Kunze.

According to Kunze, the man’s skin
was cold and sweaty with all his color
quickly disappearing. “I did a quick
exam on him right there on the plane
with no blood pressure cuff or EKG.
I then grabbed the flight attendant
and told her once we get in the air, if
something happens we’re very limited,

so you might want to try to stop the
plane from going up,” said Kunze.

In Kunze‘s opinion, the man was
probably having a heart attack and
needed immediate medical attention.

The flight attendant ran up to the
cockpit and informed the pilot about
what was taking place, said Kunze.
It took around eight minutes for the
pilot to exit the taxiway and return the
plane to the departure gate where the
paramedics were waiting.

“He couldn’t walk. He kept losing
his feet from under him, so I picked
him up and carried him to the front
of the plane,” said Kunze. “The
ramp was coming down right as
they were opening up the door and I
briefed the paramedics on the patients
symptoms.”

Lt. Cmdr. Tracy Vincent, GEORGE
H.W. BUSH Ship’s Nurse, said she is
really proud of Kunze.

“It shows how important our jobs are
not only here on the ship, but out in the

civilian world as well,” said Vincent.
Her parents were on the same flight
to visit her for the holidays, and her
mother said she was very impressed at
how calm Kunze kept this individual.

Kunze was trained as a Hospital
Corpsman in 1995 at Corps School
in Great Lakes, Ill., and worked
as an Emergency Trauma Training
Course Director at Naval Air Station
Pensacola, Fla. While in Pensacola,
Kunze also received his paramedic
certification from Pensacola Junior
College, which enabled him to operate
as a paramedic there for two years.

“We drill so much and we do so much
training so often, that when something
like that happens, you immediately go
into evaluation mode,” said Kunze. “It
gets you through and then when you
come out of it you say, ‘wow, did I
really just do that?*”

“Don’t shy away from helping
people. We’re all put here on this
earth to help each other,” said Kunze.
“The world as a whole has kind of
forgotten that. If you see someone
who needs help, don’t shy away and
run the other direction, jump in! If you
can provide any help whatsoever, do
it. It’s something good, it’s something
that I think we need to remember as a
society.” #

owed by the President of the United States and is the
highest civilian award in the U.S. According to a White
House official, it recognizes individuals who have made
“an especially meritorious contribution to the security or
national interests of the United States, world peace, cul-
tural or other significant public or private endeavors.”
The award is not limited to U.S. citizens, and can also be
awarded to military personnel and worn on the uniform.
George Herbert Walker Bush was the 41st President of
the United States; Vice President in the Reagan Admin-
istration; Director of Central Intelligence; U.S. Liaison’s
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courage ai
the Indian Ocean tsunami in 2004.

The medal is awarded at convenient times as chosen
by the President each year. Recipients are selected by the
President on his own initiative, or based on recommenda-
tions.

In 1945, President Harry S. Truman established the
Medal of Freedom to honor civilian service during World
War II. President John F. Kennedy revived the medal in
1963 through an executive order, which gave the medal
totally different insignia, vastly expanded purpose, and far
higher prestige.+
