BIOGRAPHICAL INFORMATION

Commander Kevin Kennedy was born in Boston, Massachusetts and grew up in Southfield, Michigan.  In May 1992 he graduated from the Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps at Tulane University, with a Bachelor of Arts in History, and was commissioned an Ensign in the United States Navy.  His Naval Aviator Training took place in Pensacola, Florida and Corpus Christi, Texas.  He was designated a Naval Aviator in November 1994, and assigned to Helicopter Anti-Submarine Squadron TEN (HS-10), Naval Air Station North Island, California, for Fleet Replacement training in the SH-60F/HH-60H Seahawk helicopter.


Upon completion of this training, CDR Kennedy was forward deployed with Helicopter Anti-Submarine Squadron FOURTEEN (HS-14) aboard the USS INDEPENDENCE (CV 62), then the USS KITTY HAWK (CV 63), each based in Yokosuka, Japan.  During this time he deployed frequently around the Western Pacific, and once to the Persian Gulf.  

CDR Kennedy reported to Helicopter Anti-Submarine Squadron TEN (HS-10), San Diego, California in January 1999 as an Instructor Pilot.  In March 2000 he graduated from the Seahawk Weapons and Tactics Instructor course in Fallon, Nevada.  He was subsequently dual-qualified as a Fleet Replacement Squadron Instructor pilot, and Helicopter Anti-Submarine Wing Pacific Weapons and Tactics Unit Instructor pilot.  

In July 2001 CDR Kennedy reported to Carrier Air Wing TWO (CVW-2) as the Helicopter Operations Officer, deploying twice to the Persian Gulf aboard the USS CONSTELLATION (CV 64).  In February 2003 he reported to Helicopter Anti-Submarine Squadron TWO (HS-2) where he served as the Operations Officer and Squadron Weapons and Tactics Instructor, deploying aboard the USS CONSTELLATION and USS ABRAHAM LINCOLN (CVN 72) to the Western Pacific where among other things he assisted in the tsunami relief efforts.  

Between December 2005 and December 2006 CDR Kennedy attended the Australian Command and Staff College in Canberra, Australia and simultaneously completed a Masters Degree in Maritime Studies at the University of Wollongong.  His most recent assignment was as the Senior Emergency Actions Officer at the National Military Command Center in the Operations Directorate on the Joint Staff.
CDR Kennedy has logged over 2700 flight hours.  He is authorized to wear the Defense Meritorious Service Medal, Air Medal (Strike/Flight award), five Navy Commendation Medals, four Navy Achievement Medals, and various other unit commendations and service medals.

CDR Kennedy is married to the former Molly Haeuser of San Rafael, California.  They have three children, daughter Kate, born in 2002, son Ryan, born in 2004 and son Will, born in 2007.
