Commander Jeffrey T. Anderson is a native of Fayetteville, Georgia. He graduated from the United States Naval Academy in 1991, earning a Bachelor of Science degree in Aerospace Engineering. He attended flight training in Meridian, Mississippi and received his Wings of Gold in October 1994.

Commander Anderson reported to the “GLADIATORS” of VFA-106 at NAS Cecil Field, Florida in January 1995 for initial training in the FA-18C “Hornet.” After completion of his training in October 1995, he reported to VFA-81 “SUNLINERS” at NAS Cecil Field.
