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Office of Naval Research (ONR)
The Office of Naval Research coordinates, executes, and promotes the science and technology programs of the United States Navy and Marine Corps through schools, universities, government laboratories, and nonprofit and for-profit organizations. It provides technical advice to the Chief of Naval Operations and the Secretary of the Navy and works with industry to improve technology manufacturing processes.  ONR plans, facilitates and transitions scientific research and technology development to enable future naval power in support of national security.

The Ocean Battlespace Sensing Department (Code 32) sponsors integrated, multidisciplinary programs in marine sciences, underwater warfare, and related subjects.  The Oceanographer of the Navy maintains a close working relationship with Code 32 to ensure that basic and applied research and technology development support Fleet requirements for battlespace characterization and advanced sensor development.
