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PMW-180: Intelligence, Surveillance, Reconnaissance (ISR) and Information Operations Program Office
An office within the Naval Space Warfare Command (SPAWAR) aligned under the Program Executive Office (PEO) for C4I and Space, PMW-180 consolidates all C4I (Command, Control, Communications, Computers and Intelligence); Information Operations (IO); Intelligence, Surveillance and Reconnaissance (ISR); and Meteorology and Oceanography (METOC) system acquisitions and development.

The Office of the Oceanographer of the Navy and Commander Naval Meteorology and Oceanography Command work closely with PMW-180 to develop, acquire, field and sustain integrated, network-ready products and services to improve battlespace awareness and support the mission of the Navy and Marine Corps.

Current systems in development include the Naval Integrated Tactical Environmental Subsystem (NITES); the U.S. Marine Corps' Meteorological Mobile Facility (METMF); the Supplemental Weather Radar (SWR); and a variety of meteorological and oceanographic aviation safety systems and satellite sensors.
