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U.S. Air Force Director of Weather, Deputy Chief of Staff, Air and Space Operations (USAF/A30-W)
The USAF Director of Weather reports to the Chief of Staff of the Air Force and heads the Air Force Weather Agency, providing global air and space environmental intelligence in support of both U.S. Air Force and U.S. Army activities.

The Oceanographer of the Navy works with the Director of Weather to pursue joint initiatives and leverage efficiencies in meteorological support to the warfighter.  One prime example of this cooperation is the Department of Defense Joint Typhoon Forecasting Center in Pearl Harbor, Hawaii.  This joint Navy-Marine Corps-Air Force operation provides tropical storm forecasting for the Western Pacific and Indian Oceans.  Another long-standing and very successful example is the joint training schools for meteorological specialists in the Air Force, Navy, and Marine Corps, currently hosted at Keesler Air Force Base in Biloxi, Mississippi.
