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Senior Chief Howell Retires After 23 Years of Service
Senior Chief Sonar Technician Jeremy Howell retired from the U.S. Navy today in a ceremony at Stennis Space Center. He had served in the Navy for 23 years. 

Howell, a native of Minden, La., and a resident of Diamondhead, Miss., worked for the last three years at the Stennis-based Naval Meteorology and Oceanography Command (NMOC) in the Operations Department. He spent half of his career overseas in Bermuda, Sicily, the United Kingdom and Norway working in anti-submarine warfare during the Cold War.

And he spent his last moments in a Navy uniform thanking the people who helped him along the way. 

Rear Adm. Jonathan White, commander of the Naval Meteorology and Oceanography Command, served as guest speaker of the event and gave Howell a Meritorious Service Medal for his time at NMOC.

The Naval Meteorology and Oceanography Command directs the Navy’s meteorology and oceanography programs, operates the Navy’s atomic clock for precise time and tracks the positions of the stars for navigation. The command is comprised of approximately 2,500 officer, enlisted and civilian personnel stationed around the world. Naval Oceanography enables the safety, speed and operational effectiveness of the fleet by identifying the risks and opportunities for naval and joint forces posed by the present and future natural environment. 
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
