· Minimum yearly participation: 96 IDTs (48 Regular, 48 Additional) and 12 days AT (or as funding allows), if affiliated on 01 October.
· Expect 5 days per month or as required by prospective gaining command.  
Applicants should contact the appropriate FLSW Component POC for information regarding vacant billets. Contact information for each FLSW Component POC can be found in the PSB announcement message below. Application packages for a USNR billet within FLSW shall at a minimum contain:
Applicants are required to provide electronic copies of the following:
A. Cover letter to the board, to include date when available to begin drilling with unit applying to, and member’s current location of residence.
B. Current Civilian resume.
C. Letter(s) of recommendation.
D. Full length color officer photo.
E. Officer Summary Record (OSR) or service equivalent.
F. Performance Summary Record (PSR) or service equivalent (Send only the Adobe format of all pages accessible from https://www.bol.navy.mil/default.asp).
G. Ten most recent Fitness Reports or service branch equivalent.
H. Military aircraft designation letters (i.e. Post Maintenance Check Pilot, NATOPS Instructor, Aviation Safety Officer, CRM Facilitator, ETC.) , and a Copy of NATOPS Jacket Section II-A Designations or service branch equivalent.
I. Last completed page of most recent Military aviator log book and aircraft mishaps and flight violations.
J. Copy of NATOPS jacket Section IV-B Mishap/Flight Violations Record or service branch equivalent.
K. Last five NATOPS flight evaluations (OPNAV 3710/7) or service branch equivalent.
L. Military awards.
M. Recent (within 60 days of PSB) Flight Clearance Notice (NAVMED 6150/2, 6410/2) or service equivalent.
N. List of other Naval Reserve Units and date(s) to which applications have been submitted.
O. Officer Qualification Questionnaire (CFLSWINST 3740/5) Fleet Logistic Support Wing Questionnaire (OQQ) containing your education and prior duty station information. 
Regular Navy applicants will only be considered if they have official documentation (e.g, BUPERS Resignation approval message).

Full Time Support (FTS) applicants who are current in the aircraft model (for the squadron that they are applying to) may be considered while still on active duty.

Applicants who are drilling with another reserve force squadron (RESFORON) will not be considered unless written permission is granted by their current commanding officer.

Application packages shall be sent electronically (Single scanned PDF format preferred) via AMRDEC’s “SAFE” (Secure Access File Exchange) Service:  https://SAFE.AMRDEC.ARMY.MIL/SAFE2/.
