5102 – Consolidated Specific Changes


1. As directed by the Navy Executive Safety Board, a new Motor Vehicle Reporting System (MVRS) has been released for the purpose of submitting private and government motor vehicle (PMV-GMV) mishap reports.  MVRS contains all data fields required per NAVADMIN CNO Washington DC/003-07/081517ZJAN07 and eliminates the requirement for Navy Commands to submit a separate, duplicative Private Motor Vehicle Investigation Report (PMV-MIR).  Tactical and recreational vehicle mishaps will still be reported via the existing WESS application at this time.  Both of these modules, however, are being rewritten.  Notification will be provided when they become available.


2. The new MVRS module will provide the following functionality and improvements: 
	a. Redesigned screen flow to allow more data to be entered on each page  -  The number of screens to enter a typical report has been reduced   from approximately 85 screens to approximately 14
	b. Improved data organization that focuses on four distinct sections
         (general information, person, property and cause factors), which will result in a more efficient user experience
	c. Incorporation of Human Factors Analysis and Classification System
         (HFACS) in place of standard causal factors to allow for better
         examination of mishap causes
3. The access to the MVRS module will be controlled as follows:
	a. Existing and newly created WESS accounts will have access to both 
	   Mishap/Hazard reporting for 5102 and WESS 3.0, which includes the 	 	   3750 WESS Aviation Mishap/Hazard Reporting (WAMHRS) and the new 5102   	   MVRS modules.
      b. The user will be prompted at sign on to select the module they wish
         to access.  To report a PMV or GMV event select WESS 3.0.  To report
         a tactical Vehicle or recreational vehicle mishap, select Mishap/
         Hazard.
	c. Upon entry to WESS 3.0, the customer will be presented with the new 
         Workspace environment.  The folders in the Action Items section work
         comparatively to the tabs previously used in WESS for accessing 
         drafts, shared mishaps and mishaps called back for edit.
      d. From the Start menu at the bottom left of the screen, the customer
         will be able to select to create Motor Vehicle Initial Notifications
         and full Motor Vehicle Mishap Entries.  Search/Edit and Pre- 	 		   formatted Report (Jasper) functionalities are also available from 	 	   here.

4. A training presentation for the submission of a PMV/GMV mishap using MVRS has been placed on the Naval Safety Center webpage http://www.safetycenter.navy.mil).  Customers should click on the WESS selection from the menu bar at the top of the page and then select the PMV-GMV WESS training link under the Users' Guides, Training and FAQs section. Customers are encouraged to familiarize themselves with MVRS and its capabilities.

5. The currently used ESAMS and WESS-DS Motor Vehicle mishap reporting 
   capabilities are not compatible with MVRS.  With this release all PMV-GMV
   mishaps must be reported through MVRS.  Currently only 4 percent of ESAMS
   reports and 9 percent of WESS-DS reports in the NSC Safety database are
   motor vehicle reports.  Customers with limited access to MVRS due to 
   bandwidth may continue to submit mishap reports via message if required.
