O Wear an approved life jacket.

O Be sure the boat and ski equipment are in good shape.

O Always turn off the motor when you approach a fallen skier.
O Keep an eye peeled ahead of your boat.

O Have an extra person aboard as a lookout and to help the skier.
© Go over hand signals with the person driving the boat.

O Don't ski after dark or in areas that are off-limits.

O Learn to swim.

O Check the weather. Get off the water if you see a storm approaching.
