

XSFT XRIC Request Form

What is an XRIC?  An “XRIC” is a pseudo Repairable Identification Code (RIC). A RIC is a configuration item record.  It is assigned so that whatever it is assigned to can be tracked in the ship’s configuration records.

What is an XSFT XRIC and why is it needed?  To support battle group interoperability, a software configuration item record is required for all tactical and non-tactical software installed on board Navy ships.  An XSFT is a specific Repairable Identification Code (XRIC) assigned by the Software Support Activity to create software configuration item records.  When assigned, the XSFT is reported through the Configuration Data Manager Database - Open Architecture (CDMD-OA) program to the ship's Configuration Database Manager (CDM).  The CDM then updates the ship's configuration records.  This update is required before the software can be loaded onboard the ship.

Instructions for this deliverable:

1.Complete the XSFT XRIC Request Form on the next page.
2. Fill out as much of the information on the form as possible.
3. Forward the completed XSFT XRIC Request Form to:   Email: xricgatekeeper@navy.mil.  
4. The gatekeeper will provide you with the XRIC XSFT number when it is assigned.  
5. Repose (upload) the completed form with the assigned XRIC XSFT number in Serena Dimensions.
