1. Reference (a) delegates authority and responsibility to make Warner Amendment exemption determinations to the commander and vice Commander of the following commands:

Commandant of the Marine Corps (CMC (DC/S (I&L)) 

Commander, Marine Corps Systems Command (COMMARCORSYSCOM)

Commander, Naval Supply Systems Command (COMNAVSUPSYSCOM)

Commander, Naval Air systems command (COMNAVAIRSYSCOM) 

Commander, Naval Facilities Engineering Command (COMNAVFACENGCOM)

Commander, Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command (COMSPAWARSYSCOM)

Commander, Naval Sea Systems command (COMNAVSEASYSCOM) Chief of Naval Research (CNR)

Direct Reporting Program Manager, Strategic Systems Program (DIRSSP)

2. Reference (b) was incorporated into SECNAVINST 5000.2B and delegates, authority and responsibility to make National Security System determinations under references (c) and (d) to those officials holding Warner Amendment determination authority previously Subj: NATIONAL SECURITY SYSTEM (NSS) INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY (IT) DETERMINATIONS

granted under reference (a). Additionally, reference (b) authorized redelegation of NSS determination authority, by those officials, to another single qualified official within their respective commands.

3. Reference (e) provides further guidance and information regarding implementation of section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act as amended by reference (f) and restates the delegation of NSS determination authority directed by reference (b).

4. The establishment of PEO C41 and Space occurred on 1 November 2002 as a result of National Security Decision Directive #219 and subsequent acquisition community reorganization by the Assistant Secretary of the Navy, Research Development and Acquisition. The reorganization gave PEO C41 and Space acquisition responsibility and decision authority over multiple C4I programs and systems. It also placed the PEO C41 and Space structure outside of the commands identified in references (a), (b) and (e).
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5. The PEO C41 and Space is the sole repository of comprehensive information concerning programs assigned to it. Additionally, the PEO C41 and Space has the responsibility of ensuring that assigned programs are in compliance with the Warner Amendment, Clinger-Cohen Act and Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act. It is recommended, therefore, that PEO C41 and Space be delegated as NSS determination authority for all assigned programs and that it be authorized to redelegate that authority to another single qualified official within PEO C41 and Space.
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
