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Newly Named Undersea Integration Program Office Hosts
Change of Command Dec. 10

SAN DIEGO - Program Executive Office for Command, Control, Communications, Computers and
Intelligence (PEO C4l) will hold a change of command for the Undersea Integration Program Office
(PMW 770) at 10 a.m., Dec. 10.

In an effort to better align to the Chief of Naval Operations’ (CNO) vision to achieve Information
Dominance, PMW 770, formerly the Submarine Integration Program Office, was designated the
Undersea Integration Program Office effective Dec. 1.
