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Question:
Are ESS safety goggles sufficient for use during aircraft washing?

Answer:
No. The new ESS goggles, P/N #ESS01OV-ML, (4240-01-479-8657) or grey (4210-01-492-
5720), like the older style flight deck goggle, P/N # MIL-G-635 (8465-00-161-4068), protects the wearer against immediate splashes as well as wind, dust and other flying debris. These goggles are not designed for prolonged handling and exposure of hazardous chemicals such as those encountered while washing aircraft. The reason being, these goggles are manufactured with direct venting (numerous holes or slits/openings around face frame) to reduce fogging. The proper protective eyewear to use while handling hazardous chemicals or washing aircraft are indirectly vented splash resistant goggles P/N A-A-1110.  This part number covers a broad variety of eye protection that complies with the ANSI 87.1 standard under a variety of NIIN’s.  Ensure you select the correct goggles for the task by verifying a description that covers splash proof goggles.  This information was verified using the NAVAIR 01-1A-509-4, Table 3-5 on page 3-15.
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
