FAQs for the FY19 Aviation Bonus Program (AvB)

Who is eligible for the FY19 ADHRB Program?
Any individual who has an Active Duty Service Obligation expiring in FY19 or later, who also screened for LCDR on the FY19 LCDR Stautory Promotion Board which convened in May 2018.  

The application window for all participants of the FY19 program will close on 31 August 2019.  Applications must be received by this date. 

When does my ADHRB contract need to be received by PERS-435 to be eligible for the early commitment (higher) rates?
For those interested in the early commitment rate, applications must be received prior to the publication of the Aviation Department Head Screen Board (ADHSB) results, notionally scheduled for the week of 29 April 2019 to 03 May 2019.  To ensure receipt prior to ADHSB results publication, please submit ADHRB contracts prior to 29 April 2019. 

If I’ve already entered a contract under a previous FY program, will I be eligible for the new ADHRB rates?
Individuals who are currently under contract from previous FY ADHRB do not meet the eligibility criteria for the FY19 ADHRB.

If I was eligible for a previous FY ADHRB, and did not take it, am I eligible for the FY19 ADHRB?
Individuals who were eligible for a previous FY ADHRB do not meet the eligibility criteria for the FY19 ADHRB.

Who is eligible for the FY19 ACRB Program?
Any individual who screened for command on the FY19 Aviation Command Screen Board (ACSB) which convened in March 2018.  

The application window for all participants of the FY19 program will close on 31 August 2019.  Applications must be received by this date. 

How do you calculate the “completion of my 22nd year of commissioned service” requirement from the FY-19 ACRB?
Completion is calculated as the 22nd anniversary of your commissioning date.  If you were commissioned on 23 May 2003, the completion of the 22nd year of commissioned service would be 23 May 2025.

If I’ve already entered a contract under a previous FY program, will I be eligible for the new ACRB?
