Meteorology/Oceanography Limited Duty Officers are technical managers, providing meteorological and oceanographic support for fleet operations, planning
and directing various activities within the Naval Oceanography Command; training military and civilian personnel in the use and operational maintenance of
meteorological and oceanographic equipment; training and supervising Navy weather observers and forecasters; performing regional coordination for
operational and administrative matters within Naval Oceanography Command areas of responsibility.

They may serve as, but are not limited only to serving as, officers-in-charge of CNMOC detachments, command duty officers, ship routing officers, and forecast
duty officers at various operational and staff billets.
