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CDR John H. Ferguson is a 1993 graduate of the U.S. Naval Academy where he earned a Bachelor of Science in Oceanography. Commander Ferguson reported to his first sea assignment, USS TAYLOR (FFG 50), in February 1994. After serving as Main Propulsion Assistant and Combat Information Center Officer on deployments to the Caribbean, Mediterranean and Red seas, he reported to USS THUNDERBOLT (PC 12) as Operations Officer. During his tour, THUNDERBOLT completed deployments to the Caribbean Sea, Western Africa, and Northern Europe in support of Commander, Special Operations Command, Europe.

Following a homecoming to the Naval Academy as a seamanship and navigation instructor, CDR Ferguson returned to sea as a Department Head, completing tours as first as Operations Officer and Combat Systems Officer in USS LABOON (DDG 58), deploying to the Arabian Gulf in support of Operation Enduring Freedom. He completed that deployment serving as the battle group Flag Secretary for Commander of Cruiser Destroyer Group TWO aboard the flagship USS GEORGE WASHINGTON (CVN 73).

Upon completion of his staff tour, CDR Ferguson returned to Newport, Rhode Island, as a student at the U.S. Naval War College, earning a Master of Arts in National Security and Strategic Studies. Most recently, CDR Ferguson completed successful tours as Executive Officer of USS LEYTE GULF (CG 55), including a deployment to the Arabian Sea and Western Pacific Ocean, and as Deputy Director for Fleet Operations at the Second Fleet Maritime Headquarters.

His personal awards include the Meritorious Service Medal (three awards) and the Navy Commendation Medal (three awards).

Coat of Arms
BLAZON

SHIELD: Gules, a pale Argent, overall a trident of the like (Silver) issuant from base; on a chief wavy Azure a demi ASROC (Anti-submarine Rocket) erect superimposed by a Tomahawk and Standard missile saltirewise all Proper.
CREST:  From a wreath Argent and Gules, under an arc of five mullets Azure, a shield frimbriated or depicting the sky, clouds and sea Proper, on the sea in full sail the silhouette of the USS Constellation Sable; all supported by an anchor Argent (Silver) fouled Proper.
SYMBOLISM
SHIELD: Dark blue, White and Gold are traditionally used by the US Navy and recall the sea and excellence.  Red is emblematic of courage and sacrifice.  The vertical white bar alludes to the Vertical Launch System strike warfare capabilities of the present ship.  The trident, symbol of sea prowess, represents DDG 103’s multi-mission offensive and defensive capabilities with its three tines signifying Anti-Air Warfare (AAW), Ant-Submarine Warfare (ASW) and Anti-Surface Warfare (ASUW).  The three modern missiles in chief (ASROC), Tomahawk and Standard also give emphasis to the precision fire, modern weaponry of DDG 103 in the air, sea and strike arenas.  
CREST: The silhouette of the USS Constellation recalls Commodore Thomas TRUXTUN being assigned to that ship in the early naval history of our country.  He was one of our nation’s premier sea fighters of that time.  The stars commemorate the heritage of the five previous ships named TRUXTUN.  The Aegis shield and anchor combined with the USS Constellation highlight the old and new US Navy Warships and their long and proud history.   
SUPPORTERS: Behind the shield, a Navy officer’s sword and Navy cutlass highlight teamwork and cooperation. 
MOTTO SCROLL: The motto is derived from the golden medal presented to Captain Thomas TRUXTUN in March of 1980 by the President.  The medal is emblematical of the action between the United States Frigate Constellation, of thirty-eight guns, and the French ship of war La Vengeance, of fifty-four guns; in testimony of the high sense entertained by Congress of his gallantry and good conduct in the above engagement, wherein an example was exhibited by the captain, officers, sailor, and marines, honorable to the American name, and instructive to its rising navy.  The medal is struck with the passage “US Frigate Constellation of 38 guns Pursues, Attacks & Vanquishes the French ship La Vengeance of 54 guns, Feb 1800”.
SEAL:   The coat of arms as blazoned in full color upon a white oval enclosed by a Dark Blue collar edged on the outside with a Gold rope bearing the inscription “USS TRUXTUN” at the top and “DDG 103” in base all in Gold.

COMMODORE THOMAS TRUXTUN, USN
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                                    1755-1822
An American Naval Officer, born at Jamaica, Long Island, on the 17th of February 1755. He went to sea, young and during the War of Independence he commanded a succession of privateers sent out to cruise against British trade and transports--the "St. James," the "Mars," the "Independence." He had the reputation of being uniformly successful in all engagements with British vessels. When the independence of the United States was recognized he returned to trade with the esteemed reputation as an able seaman. He was the author of a treatise on longitude and latitude, and of a "system of masting a 44-gun frigate," and was an advocate for the foundation of a national navy. When the United States Navy was reconstituted in 1798 he was one of the original corps of six captains. During the last years of the 18th and first of the 19th century American commerce was subject to intolerable interference on the part of the French and British Navies. It was against the first that Truxtun rendered the services which have made him a prominent personage in the history of the United States Navy. In February 1799 he was captain of the United States Ship CONSTELLATION and on the 9th of that month he captured the French Ship L’INSURGENTE". In the following year, and while still in command of the CONSTELLATION, he fought the French ship VENGEANCE, and drove her into Curacao. The crippled state of his own ship, which had lost her mainmast, prevented him from taking possession of the enemy. In 1802 he was to have sailed in command of the squadron sent against the Barbary pirates, but a difference having occurred between him and the Navy department in regard to the appointment of a captain to his flagship, his remonstrance against the official decision of the authorities was treated as a resignation. He died at Philadelphia on the 5th of May 1822.
